CATEGORIES:
Original artwork must have been completed within the past three years and not previously awarded a prize at the Art and Food Festival to be eligible for the exhibit. Artists must be 18 years of age or older and live in North Carolina.
PAINTING CATEGORY:  oils, acrylics, watercolors, colored pencils, pastels, pencil, charcoal, and pen and ink.
MIXED MEDIA:  mosaics, collages, assemblages, any artwork that incorporates three-dimensional objects like cut-up paper or art that combines media such as acrylics, oils, crayons, and/or pencils together.
PHOTOGRAPHY: artistic photography, digital or traditional. including nature, portrait, and still life	

POTTERY: 	original pieces only, hand-built (no commercial slip cast ceramic mold pieces), wheel thrown, sculpture, may be functional or non-functional, all themes, genres and types of clay accepted, no larger than 12” wide or deep, and no more than 24” tall
